Here is some initial information about sponsoring Community Radio station 3WAY-FM as a means of getting your message out to our expanded listening audience.

The accompanying information points out our very low rates, flexibility of placement of messages and our audience reach, determined by applying non-metropolitan Victorian figures from a 2010 McNair Ingenuity National Survey of Community Radio Listeners to 3WAY-FM’s listening area.

I’m sure you’ll agree that we can provide a genuine, economical and effective means of spreading the word about your business throughout the South West.

Our programming seasons, which coincide with the official seasons, run for 13 weeks, and many sponsors book a number of messages per week for a season, with the option of renewal for the following season. 

For example, 1 x 30-second message per week for a season comes to 13 x $5 = $65, which, with GST added, comes to $71.50 for the season. Obviously, we can arrange for different numbers of messages per week for any number of weeks, with pro-rata total cost. Another example might be 3 messages per week for a season, coming to $214.50, or 1 message a day for 6 weeks at $231. Alternatively, we can run twice as many 15-second messages over a given period for the same price.

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Who is 3WAY-FM?
3WAY-FM is Warrnambool’s Community Radio Station.  It is a non-profit incorporated body funded by membership subscriptions, federal grants, fundraising activities, donations and sponsorship.

3WAY-FM is owned and operated by the community and gives access to the airways for individuals and groups within the community to air their views, promote their activities and reach their members.

3WAY-FM helps to foster artistic talent by providing a medium for local artists, composers, musicians, poets, playwrights, actors, etc.

3WAY-FM broadcasts 24 hours a day and program content includes interview shows on local issues, all types of musical shows from classical performances to heavy metal rock, from the sounds of the fifties to environmental music.  Any member is welcome to produce a program, and training is available.

Why Use Radio?

There are several features of radio which are unique to the medium.  Most importantly, radio utilises the imagination of the listeners.  It has been labelled the theatre of the mind.
The amount of time people spend listening to radio is another feature radio has that the other forms of media don’t.  On average when people are exposed to the media half of their time is spent listening to the radio; a rough guide is 21 hours is spent listening to radio, 16 hours watching television and 5 hours reading newspapers and magazines.

Radio is a portable medium.  People listen to the radio while they are driving the car and while they are at work.  Radio listeners have a far greater chance of being exposed to sponsorship announcements than television viewers and newspaper readers.

When advertising in the newspapers the advertisement is generally placed once and when the page is turned it may or may not have been seen.  If it was seen it may only have been glanced at and then the next page is turned and so on.

With the radio the first time a listener hears a sponsorship announcement they may show little or no interest.  The second time it is heard the listener recognises the announcement!  The third time they get the opportunity to make a decision to support the sponsor and subsequent times they hear the announcement strengthen the sponsor’s position in the listener’s mind.   This is how frequency works and why frequency should be an important consideration for every business.  Radio does it best.  The frequency advantage radio possesses over television and print is one of its strongest selling points.

With Community Radio a home-town loyalty factor also comes into play, with listeners seeking to support local businesses. Listeners also like to support businesses which support their local community radio station whenever they get the opportunity.

Sponsorship Information

Why use 3WAY-FM, your Community Radio Station?

3WAY-FM offers a diverse range of programs designed to attract a very wide range of listeners. The placement of announcements within selected programs allows you to target a number of different listener groups during a week and gives you the opportunity to spread your message to more people. Alternatively, your message may suit a specialised program with a specialised audience. It’s your choice, with no premium payable for particular placements.  

Another advantage 3WAY-FM has is that community radio is limited to no more than five (5) minutes of sponsorship messages in any one hour, so your message won’t be lost in the clutter of other messages.

Our sponsorship rates are surprisingly low, especially compared with other media.  Since the installation of our new transmitter and antenna on Mt. Warrnambool near Panmure, our signal can be received in towns and districts as far afield as Camperdown, Port Campbell, Mortlake and beyond; an area with a population in the vicinity of 50,000.

We can draw up a wide variety of packages to suit your specific requirements, based on the unit rate of $5.00 per 30-second spot (+ GST).

What You Get

The price includes scripting, production and air-play of your message, listing of your business name in 3WAY-FM’s quarterly newsletter “Radio Waves”, and regular monthly servicing of accounts.

Your message reaches a significant audience. During 2010, the highly respected McNair Ingenuity Research conducted its most recent biennial major Community Radio National Listener Survey.  When the Regional Victorian figures are applied to 3WAY-FM’s listening area we learn that with 44,086 people aged 15+, we have an estimated audience reach of 9,699 in an average week, with 22,484 in a typical month, just over half the 15+ population.  We are confident these figures rise during specific programs such as live coverage of Hampden League football.
